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Synopsis of Libra
The Libra Theatre Company operates in the City of Cambridge and offers a supportive environment to a mixed ability group of actors. Libra usually have about 25 members, two thirds of whom have physical or learning difficulties – or both. The remainder of the group are Volunteers – we call them ‘Enablers’ – who work alongside the disabled actors giving assistance where necessary, but not personal care.

Libra employs professional and experienced practitioners to direct its workshops and production rehearsals which take place at the St Raphaels Hall in Cambridge on Saturdays in term-time. There is usually a major performance every one to two years.

Core funding for Libra comes from Cambridge City Council and Cambridgeshire County Council supported by donations from companies, colleges and private sources. The members are asked to contribute a small fee each term towards costs. When a production is planned, further funding is raised from Lottery sources and Charitable Foundations.

Libra was founded in 1984 and has a policy of producing challenging and innovative productions that will benefit all its members and enhance the opportunities of disabled people within the Cambridge community and surrounding area. 
Libra is managed by an elected committee and co-ordinated by a part-time paid administrator.
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
